In this famous statement, President Kennedy expressed an important value--the active involvement of each American in his or her community.  In a short time, you will be achieving full citizenship in this country.  Therefore, it is time to start giving back.

For more than two decades, the Bellmore-Merrick Board of Education has maintained a student community service requirement to fulfill eligibility for graduation.  There are two components to this requirement:

1. 10 hours of documented community service


2. A written report

Note: If you already do (or have done) community service in your personal life, or for a club here at Mepham, that service is acceptable.  For the time to count toward this project, these hours may be counted retroactive to Tuesday, September 4th.  Hours performed prior to this date cannot be counted toward the requirement.

· You will be expected to furnish documentation for the hours and dates you are counting.

· A timesheet must be completed and signed by an authorized person.
3.  Type a 2-page (12 point font, double spaced) reflection paper.  The paper should answer the following questions:

a. What were the reasons you chose this particular community service?  Give some background about the organization/activity.
b.  What did you do during your ten hours?  Be specific.

c.  What specific experiences affected you?

d.  How valuable was your community service? (to you and to the community)

· The project will be counted as a 100 point test grade.  

· The paper and timesheet are due simultaneously.
